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Since 2019, novel coronavirus (COVID-19) has given rise to a once-in-a-century health crisis, putting tremendous
pressure on health systems around the world, and greatly hindering social and economic activities in every country. This
crisis has raised many questions about the way policymakers previously thought about health systems and planning for
their future. Prior to the pandemic, Japan was already facing a number of challenges — including the need to reform the
health system to better serve Japan’s super-aging population, deal with rising costs, and alleviate social inequality. How
should policies intended to respond to these issues change due to the pandemic? How could Japan have better prepared
for this crisis? What lessons should it learn from COVID-19 to improve its health system planning in the future?

Japan is not alone in facing questions like these. All around the world, countries are debating their own responses to
COVID-19 and what steps they should take moving forward.

Since 2020, the Partnership for Health System Sustainability and Resilience (PHSSR) has been working to facilitate such
debate, bringing together health system experts to analyze responses to COVID-19 and produce recommendations
toward the further strengthening of health system sustainability and resilience. This project, initiated by the London
School of Economics (LSE), the World Economic Forum (WEF), and AstraZeneca, provides a global platform for country-
specific reports and research on common issues facing health systems around the world.

In Japan, work on this project has been led by Keio University and HGPI. Over the past year, the PHSSR Japan project has
gathered health system experts to consider the key issues that arose within Japan’s COVID-19 response, what could have
been done better, and how Japan can prepare for a future when health crises like COVID-19 may very well happen again.

This symposium gathers a group of health system experts for a symposium to share project findings with the public,
debate the reforms Japan needs to strengthen health system resilience and sustainability, and consider concrete next
steps toward the achievement of those reforms.
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Matt McEnany (Senior Manager, Health and Global Policy Institute)

Matt McEnany holds a Master of Public Health in Epidemiology from Columbia University. While
attending Columbia, he was posted for half a year at a World Health Organization (WHO) Collaborating
Center, the Shanghai Mental Health Center, where he researched drug abuse in the People’s Republic of
China and worked to support the localization and validation of the 11th Revision of the International
Classification of Diseases (ICD-11). Following that, Mr. McEnany worked for New Jersey-based Genesis
Research LLC, where he served as Senior Epidemiologist primarily in charge of postmarket
pharmacoepidemiologic studies dealing with mental health disorders and DEA Schedule II/11l prescription
drugs. Mr. McEnany joined HGPI in 2018.
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Keizo Takemi (Member, House of Councilors / WHO Goodwill Ambassador for UHC)

Mr. Keizo Takemi currently serves as Chairman of the Special Committee on Global Health Strategy of the
Policy Research Council in LDP. He has been involved in various global initiatives, including the
Commission on Information and Accountability for Women’s and Children's Health, the Global Health
Workforce Alliance, the World Health Organization (WHO) Expert Working Group on Research &
Development (R&D) Financing, and the International Organizing Committee of the Prince Mahidol Award
Conference. He has also served as the Chair of the Parliamentary Caucus for the Stop TB Partnership
since March 2013, and the Chair of the Asian Forum of Parliamentarians on Population and Development
(AFPPD) since October 2013. In March 2016, he was appointed as the only Japanese member of the UN
High Level Commission on Health Employment and Economic Growth. In October 2018, he was
appointed as a member of the UHC Financing Advisory Committee for the G20 that will be hosted by
Japan in 2019. He has been a senior fellow with the Japan Center for International Exchange (JCIE) since
2007, where he is the chair of the Executive Committee of the Global Health and Human Security
Program. In recognition of his contributions to the field over the past decade, he was appointed WHO
Goodwill Ambassador for Universal Health Coverage (UHC) in July 2019.

Born in 1978, Dr. Miyata is Professor of the Keio University School of Medicine. He received his Master’s
degree in 2003 from the University of Tokyo Graduate School of Medicine, Division of Health Sciences
and Nursing. He holds a Doctorate of Health and Science from that same institution.

After working as an assistant professor at Waseda University Faculty of Human Sciences and an assistant
professor at the Graduate School of Medicine of the University of Tokyo, In April 2009, he became an
associate professor at the Graduate School of Medicine at the University of Tokyo (adjunct since May
2015). Since May 2015, he has been a Professor of Medical Policy and Management at the Keio
University School of Medicine. Since December 2020, he has been a guest professor at the Osaka
University Faculty of Medicine.

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Yasuhiro Suzuki (President of IUHW / Former Chief Medical and Global Health Officer, MHLW)

Dr. Suzuki was born in 1959. He graduated from School of Medicine, Keio University (MD) in 1984 and
trained as neurologist. He received PhD for public health from Keio University in 1996 and two Master’s
degrees from the Harvard School of Public Health (MPH in 1989 & MSc in 1990).Dr. Suzuki has a
professional career at the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare (MHLW), Japan for 30 years covering
infectious diseases, mental health, environmental health, food safety, international health, ageing &
health, and health research policy.
