Health is an essential element for women to take charge of their own life plans, including when they become pregnant, when they raise
children, where and how they work, and how they make contributions to society. However, social support for the improvement of
knowledge and behaviors related to women's health, and the promotion of women'’s health in general, is still insufficient.
HGPI conducted a survey targeting 2,000 working women. Results were analyzed to test associations between levels of health literacy
and health behaviors, work productivity, and access to healthcare.
The study showed that levels of health literacy were associated with work performance, planned pregnancies and health seeking
behaviors. It highlighted the importance of strengthening efforts to improve levels of health literacy among women.
