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The creation of efficient and effective healthcare systems to ensure innovation and sustainability is a common issue not only in Japan,
but in every country worldwide. Efforts are being made country by country to appropriately assess medical treatments. Discussions on
the introduction of Health Technology Assessment (HTA) have been held in Japan since FY2012, particularly at the Committee for Cost-
Effectiveness Assessment within the Central Social Insurance Medical Council (Chuikyo). HGPI has continued its efforts to facilitate open

discussions on HTA among multi-stakeholders including industry, government, academia, and civil society. Since 2016, we have

conducted several expert meetings entitled the “Rebalancing Healthcare Systems: Innovation and Sustainability Series” and have

provided policy recommendations.

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NCDs such as cardiovascular disease, cancer, diabetes, chronic respiratory disease, and mental illness have become a major health issue
worldwide.
