Shunichiro Kurita (Manager, Health and Global Policy Institute)

Originally from Yokohama City, Mr. Shunichiro Kurita graduated from Waseda University
Faculty of Political Science and Economics. After graduating, he began his career at Tokio
Marine & Nichido Fire Insurance Co., Ltd. During his time there, he was employed in the car
accidents claims payment division, doing work related to car accidents. Having had a
grandmother with dementia, Mr. Kurita developed a strong personal interest in dementia
and health policy. This led him to join Health and Global Policy Institute (HGPI) where in
addition to the dementia policy project, he also leads HGPI’s projects for mental health and
child health, is responsible for planning and managing seminars for outside parties, and
handles communication with legislators. During his time at HGPI, he earned his Master of
Public Management (MPM) degree from Waseda University Graduate School of Public
Management. He specializes in public policy and local governance.

Mr. Kurita has also served as a member of “the Orange Town Vision” (a dementia policy
project for Aichi Prefecture) Project Team Working Group (2017) and a member of the
“Committee for Enacting a Local Regulation for Dementia in Urayasu City” organized by
Urayasu City in Chiba Prefecture (2021). He has spoken at companies and academic societies
and has made appearances in the media.

He has also served as an adjunct lecturer at Tokyo Medical and Dental University Graduate
School and Den-en Chofu University and has given numerous lectures on public policy and
healthcare policy at universities and other institutions.

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Takeshi lwatsubo (Professor, Department of Basic Neuroscience, Department of Neurology,
Graduate School of Medicine, The University of Tokyo; Director, Unit for Early and
Exploratory Clinical Development, The University of Tokyo Hospital)

Takeshi Iwatsubo is a Professor of Neuropathology at the Graduate School of Medicine,
University of Tokyo. Originally trained as a neurologist and neuropathologist, he has
contributed to the studies of human neurodegenerative disorders, especially Alzheimer’s and
Parkinson disease, using multidisciplinary approaches. He demonstrated that AB42 is the
initially deposited species in senile plaque amyloid, elucidated the process of y-secretase
complex formation and identified hyperphosphorylated a-synuclein as a component of Lewy
bodies. On the clinical front, lwatsubo has been the Pl of Japanese AD Neuroimaging
Initiative (J-ADNI) and currently he serves as the PI of the Japanese Trial Ready Cohort for
Preclinical and Prodromal Alzheimer’s Disease (J-TRC), to develop disease-modifying
therapies of AD.

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Ryoko lhara (Chief Physician, Department of Neurology, Tokyo Metropolitan Geriatric
Medical Center Hospital)

Dr. Ryoko lhara is a neurologist specializing in dementia. She originally worked on molecular
biological research under the supervision of Dr. lwatsubo during her PhD course. Then she
moved her field to clinical research. She has been involved in large-scale clinical studies such
as J-ADNI, J-TRC and DIAN and global clinical trials in the University of Tokyo and Washington
University in St. Louis, and continues to play an important role in global harmonization of
dementia research.
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Hidetaka Ota (Professor, Chief Director, Advanced Research Center for Geriatric and
Gerontology, Akita University)

Hidetaka Ota graduated from the school of Medicine, Kumamoto University, and received
training of internal medicine at the Tokyo University and Tokyo Metropolitan Geriatric
Hospital. He was researcher at Signal Transduction Laboratory, M.G.H, Harvard Medical
school. After graduating the University of Tokyo Graduate School of Geriatric Medicine, he
worked as assistant professor and specially appointed lecturer at Department of Geriatric
Medicine, Graduate School of Medicine, University of Tokyo, and from 2015, as senior
manager, Japan Agency for Medical Research and Development (AMED), and specialist for
dementia, Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare. He was appointed to his present position
in 2018.

Dr Niimi participates in the Japanese TRC-PAD (J-TRC) and the DIAN-Japan as a site Pl at
Tokyo university. He had worked at the Ministry of Health, Labour, and Welfare Japan as a
senior specialist for dementia from 2012 till 2015. During that period, the G8 Dementia
Summit and serial legacy events were held. He played a pivotal role in promoting the Global
Dementia Legacy Event Japan and formulating the Japanese national dementia plan or ‘New
orange plan’. By utilizing this experience, he serves as the Vice-chair of the Social problem
committee of the Japan Society for dementia research.
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Morio Suzuki (Representative Director, Alzheimer’s Association Japan (AAJ))

Mr. Morio Suzuki was born in Obu City, Aichi Prefecture in 1952. In 1974, he graduated from
the Department of Welfare Science at Aichi Prefectural University. Until March 2017, he held
various roles at hospitals and long-term care facilities in Aichi and Ishikawa Prefectures which
included medical social worker, director of an intensive care home for the elderly, and care
manager. In 1984, he participated in the establishment of the Ishikawa branch of the
Association of Families Supporting Elderly People while active as a caregiver. At Alzheimer’s
Association Japan headquarters, he became a standing board member in 2015 and was
appointed to his current position of representative director in June 2017. His other current
positions include Member, Japan Dementia Public-Private Council Executive Committee;
Part-time Lecturer, Kinjo University; and Psychiatric Social Worker.

Together with
partners nationwide, she is actively working to spread the “Declaration of Hope for Living
with Dementia.” She was appointed as a Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare Ambassador
of Hope on January 20, 2020.

After graduating the Graduate School of Biostudies Kyoto University, she worked as a
postdoctoral fellow at Kanazawa University Research Center for Higher Education, JSPS
